Regular Meeting Minutes

October 3, 2011
1. Meeting called to order at 7:02 PM by Chairman Howard Schultz. All Supervisors, the Treasurer and the Clerk were present. Two members of the public attended, Joel Johnson and Fred Kelm. 

2. Approve Agenda.

An adjustment to the agenda proposed by Bruce Skipton to change the date on item number 3 … which erroneously reflected the date of the meeting before last in August…to the correct date of September 12.  Moved by Bruce Skipton to approve the agenda with a second motion by Al Lidstrom. Motion carried 4/0.
3. Approve Minutes of regular meeting of July 6, 2011.

Moved by Bruce Skipton to approve the September 12th, 2011 minutes. Seconded by Janee Hill. Motion carried 4/0.

4. Approve Treasurer’s Report.

Some discussion concerning arrears balance in our General Account. Board felt that we would not transfer dollars from another account at this point as Treasurer pointed out that we will be getting some County payments in December to help mitigate this concern. Moved by Al Lidstrom to approve the Treasurer’s Report. Seconded by Bruce Skipton. Motion carried 4/0. 
5. Approve Claims/Payroll.

Motion by Russ Bennett to approve the Claims/Payroll report. Motion was seconded by Janee Hill.  Motion carried 4/0.
6. Public and Other.

We had two guests from the public, who also were vendors of the Township. No recordable discussion occurred from these guests, Joel Johnson and Fred Kelm.
7. Old Business.

a. Road Paving.  Discussion on Idlewild. Recommended to dig out 80-100 feet of problem road area and install drain pipe, fabric, recycled cement but do not asphalt that portion until the spring.  Then monitor success next summer of the new build and drains. This could help us be more successful on other portions of the road. Howie recommendation we use Don Thomas to work on this area and this was put up for vote. It was moved by Bruce Skipton to approve and seconded by Russ Bennett. Motion carried 4/0.
b. FEMA update.  Howard advised the board that FEMA was steadfast in not accepting the 48” culvert costs on Black Lake Road.  Discussion concerning specific identification of roads graded for FEMA on a weekly basis by our grading contractor.  This is also important for liability purposes if the Township is ever called to task after any accidents occurring on these roads. Russ Bennett made a motion to insure this happens and it was seconded by Al Lidstrom.  Russ also commented that it would make sense for ditching and culvert work be quoted…and this seemed to make sense to the board also. Motion put forward by Al Lidstrom to approve this and it was seconded by Russ Bennett passing with a vote of 4/0. Clerk was asked to contact Jan Meersman of FEMA to inquire as to when funds may be coming back into the township for those funds requested this summer. 
c. Werner Road Update:  Clerk advised Board that legal counsel, Troy Gilchrist, was working up a “Hearing Order” for our township and once this is complete we can deliver this document to the two landowners impacted and also post and publish for a special meeting concerning this ROW on Werner.
d. Tax Forfeit Parcels:  Clerk advised board that the application for this parcel has been approved by the Beltrami Country group and is now resting in the hands of the Department of Revenue of Minnesota. Clerk was advised by country that we should hear within 30 days of that decision by the DOR.
8. New Business.
a. Brushing: Reviewed briefly by Howard Schultz.
b. Cemetery:  Clerk handed off old files of cemetery information to Janee and Bruce for review and use as needed.
c. Incoming correspondence: One item shared with board from Mr. John Hepola concerning graveling and repair issues.
d. Fire Station meeting update: Howard briefly discussed this meeting and stated it was  well worth while. Some major concerns though over potential restructure of fire departments and large increase in township taxes. 

e. Board Member Terms:  Howard requested Clerk  check on board member  terms coming up for spring election.

f. Outgoing correspondence:
a.  Letter to Beltrami County concerning safety issues on Lindseth hill and roads 22/305. Curvy and hilly. Recommendation Clerk send letter (as presented to board) to that  department to review safety issues consisting of lower speed limits and no passing signs. Moved by Al Lidstrom to move forward with this and seconded by Janee Hill. Motion carried 4/0.

b.  Letter to State of Minnesota suggesting lower speed limits and possibly more no passing signs on hill just south of Township Hall and just North of Vista Forest Road. Motion to proceed by Al Lidstrom and second by Bruce Skipton. Clerk will proceed with this communications.
c.   Letter to Kohl’s Resort concerning digging up of township roads read and board approved letter presented to them by clerk. Clerk will proceed with this communications. 
9. Adjourn (Motion).  Motion made to adjourn at 8:24 PM by Al Lidstrom and second made by Russ Bennett. Motion  approved 4/0.
